About three years ago, my wife and I decided to look for a church. Lifepoint ended 
up being the first and last church that we visited. As we walked in the door, 
people greeted us and gave us high-fives. We felt so welcomed and we just 
knew that this place was something special. As a musician, the worship was 

really important to me. That day, the music really touched us, and from that 
point forward we knew that Lifepoint was going to be our church. We 

had been attending for about a year, and my wife kept prod-
ding me and asking me when I was going to try

out for the worship team. My response would always be that they have great musi-
cians. They've got plenty. They don't need me. I'm going to sit back here and wor-
ship from the audience. No matter how many times she would bring it up, I just 
kept telling her no. About eight months ago, after an emergency room visit, I 

was admitted with the diagnosis of a stroke. This made me fearful because 
my mom had passed away at the age of 59 of the same disease. I 

called out to Jesus saying, “Please God, please, whatever it 
takes, please don't let this be a stroke.”

I knew recovery would be long, hard, and a 
challenging battle that would forever a�ect my life or take it. 

So, I kept praying. Jesus clearly spoke to me and told me that He was 
going to heal me, but that I needed to listen to Him when he called on me. 

At the time, I didn’t know what that meant. After running more tests, the doc-
tors decided that I had multiple sclerosis. I pushed through the fear and thanked 

God for my healing, even though it didn’t look like I expected. Jesus spoke to me 
again loud and clear and told me to join the worship team here at Lifepoint.

So, that’s what I did. And what I noticed was that 
in my preparation and even while at church praising and wor-

shiping God, I felt no pain from my MS. With this disease, I feel pain 
every day. I have body aches, hip pain, leg pain, knee pain, and foot pain but 

when I'm out there on the platform on Sunday, I feel no pain, no matter how 
long I stand or move around. God takes away the pain while I'm worshiping and 

praising Him. Being a part of this worship team lightens my spirits and I’m so 
thankful for the friendships I’ve made. This is what it feels like to be fully alive.

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My kids actually started attending before I did. At the 
time, my best friend was watching my two oldest children, Kavon 

and Alannah. She told me she’d be happy to watch my kids, but I had 
to be okay with them going to church with her. I thought it would be good 

for them, so I said, “Of course!” She started bringing them to Lifepoint on a 
weekly basis. I had just gotten out of a very abusive relationship and found out 
that I was expecting my youngest child. I knew my life needed to make a turn, 
but I just didn't know where. My friend invited me to attend Easter at Lifepoint 
with her and I said, “Let's do it, let's go. Why not?” I never looked back. I 
don't think I’ve ever felt more alive than the first day I stepped through the 
front doors of Lifepoint. I felt important. I felt loved. I always tell people 
I felt like a rock star. I immediately 
knew that I wanted to spend more 
time here. Even though it was 
hard sometimes, I found a way 
to go every week. About two 
months later, I started serving 
at E-check and helping fami-
lies who were attending for 
their first time. Serving made 
me feel like I was important, 
and it sparked a flame in me. I 
needed more. I wanted more. 
I started leading Paint the 
Town Red projects, I started 
leading a team, and now I 

coach a team! I feel like I 
just can' t ever do 

enough 

to help others. A 
couple of years ago, I 

started having some prob-
lems with my son. We were 
getting him help, but I didn't 
really know where to turn or 
who to talk to. Pastor Stephan, 
the Kidspoint Director at the 
Fredericksburg location, has 
been there for us through ev-
erything. When my son started 
struggling, I had to quit my job. 
There were a lot of transitions 
that were really hard on my 
other kids, and I didn't know 

how to do everything and to be 
everyone for them. The Kidspoint 

sta� has been nothing but supportive in 
our transition. They’ve always been there 100%, no matter what meltdown 

we had or what we were going through. They have been the key to my sur-
vival as a parent. Having those people around me to say, “It's okay, you're 

having a moment. He's having a moment, but you're going to get better,” and we 
have, we’re doing better. We also have an amazing Kidspoint Plus environment! 
I know while I'm serving, he is loved, supported, and he's learning about Jesus 
in a way that he can understand. As a parent, I sometimes wonder if I'm getting 
it right, but when they come home reciting Scripture and telling me about 

Jesus, I know I'm getting something right. I might be missing the mark all 
week long and feel like I’m failing, but we all have those moments. 

That’s why we're here to pick each other up.

Global Outreach: 

Through our outreach partner, IllumiNations, we started funding Bible 
translation for unreached languages around the world. In Ghana, we are help-

ing families by distributing Bibles, goats necessary for survival, and we’re serving 
at kids’ camps. We’ve also provided wells and water purification systems in both India 

and Myanmar, a solar power system for a school in India (cutting their operating costs), 
and extra uniforms for kids going to school in Nicaragua. 

National Outreach: 

Nationally, we finished an expansion project for Tra�icking Hope, funding the last apart-
ment needed to complete their transitional housing for women rescued from sex slavery. 
In Los Angeles, we funded a bedding update throughout the LA Dream Center. With 
Convoy of Hope, who provides hygiene kits to areas devastated by natural disasters, we 
have funded half of our assistance goal and plan to complete the funding in 2019. 

Local Outreach: 

 Since serving in our local correctional facilities, we have seen 32 students become fully 
alive in Christ! Your generosity has enabled us to purchase equipment that will stay on 
site in the facilities we are ministering in. These launch kits will allow us to stream ser-
vices for inmates, creating an excellent experience where they can know God. 

Lifepoint Projects: 

 In 2018, we were thrilled to open our second permanent facility in Spotsylvania. Since 
opening that campus last November, we have seen 156 salvations and 24 water baptisms. 
Because of your faithful giving, we were able to purchase land with cash for our Culpeper 
campus, and are in the beginning stages of developing building plans. Your partnership 
has also given us margin to update production equipment as needed for our Fredericks-
burg location, improving the quality of our live and broadcast experiences. 

Lifepoint College: 

Our legacy will be the leaders and visionaries we send out of Lifepoint College to impact 
the world. We started the process of funding our accreditation, developing a library, and 
establishing necessary security equipment. Because of your continued commitment to 
the vision of our college, in conjunction with our team’s recruitment e�orts, we have a 
goal to double our student body in the next academic year. 

We thank God for the King-
dom Builders who have em-
braced the vision of Lifepoint 
and its partners. We continue 
to be amazed by the generosi-
ty that has allowed us to ad-
vance the name of Jesus 
around the world. Here is a 
small picture of what your 
Kingdom Builder giving has 
enabled us to do in 2018:

In 2012, the Spotsylvania 
Campus opened as a porta-
ble campus in Courtland 
High School, and we became 
one church in two locations. 
On November 10, 2018, the 
Spotsylvania Campus moved 
into a new facility, Lifepoint’s 
second permanent home. 

• Seating capacity for 750 people with
   additional space for 225 children
• 38,690 square feet
• Space for Lifepoint College classes
• In-house recording studio
• Space for leadership training

The Spotsylvania Campus facility 
may appear to just be a building 
made from concrete, steel beams, 
and plaster; but to us, this build-
ing is a tool that will impact the 
community far beyond its walls. 
We believe it will be a place 
where lives are transformed for
